CRONOLOGY OF THE OLYMPIC GAMES

Beginning

« Strategic planning for the artistic team at the olympic games.

» Work started 3 years (approximately) before the olympic games.

« Same team for the opening and closing ceremony and partially for the para olympics).

 Important artists around the country take part in the project.

CRONOLOGY OF THE OLYMPIC GAMES

» Once the artistic project is defined, the organization researches exhaustively
professionals with experience in the show business and especially companies/groups
with experience in street art. Also painters and those within the traditional sector.

» Castings of dancers, musicians, circus artists, amateur artists and professionals to
take part in the ceremonies are conducted.

* “La fura dels Baus” and “Comediants” lead the project of street companies, after
them, less known companies form one team.

» National and international artists compose the soundtrack, the set design,
costumes/dressings and shape figures.

Impact on street arts companies

*Barcelona became a city known around the world. In a short time, international
agencies showed interest and many of the participant companies received proposals to
perform in other festivals.

» The producers and participation of foreign professionals enriched the profession in the
city extraordinarily

» There was the opportunity to work with the best technologies at the time. The
possibilities of creation and experimentation in both levels, scenic and plastic was
essential.

 Local coordinators opened their eyes to new scenic proposals, opening acts, small
local sporting ceremonies, etc.

*After the games Barcelona suffered a economic crisis which represented some difficult
years for the cultural sector. However, some took advantage of this event for several
years
